Reguirements to Apply

To be accepted for consideration, applicant must

1)

Submit a completed Internship Readiness Common Application to the UCLA Child Life Education
Committee via email: child_life_play_area@mednet.ucla.edu

Be currently affiliated with a College or University that will enter into an affiliation agreement with
UCLA Health.

a) Priority is given to applicants with an educational background in child life, child development or
human development, family systems, and education.

Present a completed Eligibility Assessment from the Child Life Council
a) Thisis in direct relation to step 1 of the 2 step process for ACLP exam eligibility.

Have completed at least 100 hours of volunteer or paid work experience with well or
typically-developing children

120 hours of child life practicum, supervised by a Certified Child Life Specialist

Demonstrate commitment to a 600 hour, 15-16 week, full time internship. Work days and hours will
vary. Some nights and weekends may be required.
